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CILT (UK) LEVEL 5 PROFESSIONAL DIPLOMA IN LOGISTICS AND TRANSPORT 

The MCA is proposing to offer the CILT (UK) Level 5 Professional Diploma in Logistics and Transport in collaboration with the Chartered Institute of Logistics and Transport UK and the Chartered Institute of Logistics & Transport (Mtius) by distance learning.

The CILT (UK) Level 5 Professional Diploma in Logistics and Transport is the educational requirement for Associate Membership.

Who is the Programme for?

This course is relevant to you if:

(i) you are dealing with transport matters in your work
(ii) you want to have a professional qualification in transport and want to join the transport sector.

It is aimed typically at potential learners aspiring to middle management positions in specialist functional areas such as Supply Chain Management, Transport Planning and Transport Operations.
The Professional Diploma in Logistics and Transport programme deals mainly with operational issues.

Entry Requirement

The entry requirement for this programme is:

· 2 'A' levels/HSC
We shall also consider those prospective learners who have a full Cambridge School Certificate with desirably a minimum of 5 years experience in the Transport sector.  Final selection will be done by the Managing Committee of CILT (Mauritius).

Aim

To provide a diploma programme through distance learning for people working in the transport sector or people who would join the sector.

Objectives of the Programme

(i)
To upgrade the professional qualification of officers working in the transport sector.

(ii) To provide the necessary qualification to people who would join the transport sector.

(iii)
To provide the necessary knowledge, skills and confidence which would enable the participants to better manage transport operations and resources.

Contents of the Programme
To achieve the CILT(UK) Level 5 Professional Diploma in Logistics and Transport, candidates must pass:

· The compulsory management unit, 

· 1 elective and 

· 2 option units.
The structure proposed by the MCA is as follows:

	· Management in Logistics and Transport 

	Elective Unit

	· Transport Operations

	Option Units

	· Movement of Goods

	· Movement of People


6.
Duration of study

The programme must be completed within 3 years of commencing study for that qualification.  After a 3-year period learners need to re-register with the CILT and re-start the programme.

The MCA is proposing a study programme from November 2009 to November 2011.

7.
Delivery of the Programme

The programme will be delivered through distance learning.  Learners will get the self-study materials. Support will be provided as appropriate from the following:

· Administrative support.

· A programme  timetable 

· Regular lectures/tutorials 

· Study skills session

· Reference books in the Study Centre

· Computer lab facilities

· Individual coaching through comments and feedback on assignments/ counselling

· Peer group meetings

· Pastoral care.
Face to face sessions will be held at Belle Rose SSS.

Assessment

· Core Management and elective units will be assessed by exams.

· Option units will be assessed by 4 assignments for each unit.  
Examinations and Assignments are set and marked by CILT (UK).

How much will it cost?
